Councilman Perri stated that he met with members of Linwood’s City Council regarding the RFP for EMS services. The only change in this RFP is that the insurance threshold for catastrophic liability was changed from $25 million to $10 million, and the existing contract was amended for a 12 hour standby truck; other than that the RFP is the same as it was in the past.

Mayor Chau asked if service will continue if bids are unsatisfactory.

Councilman Perri stated that Shore is obligated for 180 days by contract, but at that point it may become a legal issue.  He stated that the committee has still not received reports from Shore.  The first step is to get something by August 31st.  The Committee has also at other government agencies.  Egg Harbor Township is the closest with in-house EMS services.

Council President Travagline opened the public session.  Seeing no one wishing to speak the public session was closed.
