The regular meeting of the Northfield Planning & Zoning Board, held on Thursday, July 16, 2009 in Council Chambers, City Hall, Northfield, was opened by Chairman Richard Levitt at 7:46 p.m. and the following members were present:

The meeting opened with the memorialization of the resolution for TSMA, LLC, Block 59, Lot 3, 811 Debora Street. The applicant was granted approval for a Salon & Day Spa on May 21, 2009 which included a “D” Variance, C-2 Variance, Site Plan Waiver and relief from condition of prior approval. Mr. Roegiers made the motion and Mrs. Dyrek seconded. The motion carried unanimously by voice vote. Mr. Clifford abstained. 
There were originally two applications scheduled for this evening. The application for Mariusz and Katharine Gorski, Block 95, Lot 15, 1602 New Road, for a “C” Variance and Minor Site Plan was withdrawn on July 14, 2009 and will proceed administratively. 

The second application was for Centres BFS Northeast LLC for the site located at 1141 Tilton Road, currently the abandoned site of Blazer’s Auto Supply. The Block is 42, Lot 18.01 and they want to construct a Firestone Auto Supply Store. They were seeking a Conditional use (D-3) variance and major site plan. Since there were only five voting members eligible to vote on the “D” variance, Mr. George Kroculick, the attorney for Centres BFS, contacted decision-making members of the LLC by telephone, and it was decided to postpone the hearing until August 20, 2009 at 7:30 p.m. Mr. Kroculick agreed to waive time limits and no further notice will be necessary. Chairman Levitt stressed the importance of having more than a minimum quorum and asked the secretary to personally contact each Board member and to make every effort to poll the members for availability to hear the application. Should more than a minimum quorum not be available, the secretary will contact Mr. Kroculick to alert the applicant of the situation. 
Chairman Levitt brought up the idea of changing the starting time of the regular Planning/Zoning Board meetings to 7:00 p.m. and asked that discussion and a vote on the subject be added to the agenda for the next meeting August 6, 2009.

Chairman Levitt closed the meeting at 8:01 p.m. with a motion from Mr. Roegiers and a second from Mr. Clifford.
